
The name Cannubi refers to the quality of 

the grapes and wines on the hills of the 

same name, one of which is part of the cru 

(‘Menzioni Geografiche Aggiuntive’) of the 

Commune of Barolo. 

The vineyards, which are part of the esta-

te of L”Astemia Pentita, are situated on the 

first slopes tucked between the two roads 

which rise up out of the town. 

This is the lower part of the Cannubi where 

the south and south-east facing lie of the 

land give the wine a strong body, elegance 

and pleasingly tense tannin. 

A dry, tannic Barolo which tiptoes onto the 

palate and remains there for some time 

with a wide and complex range of aroma-

tic sensations. 

A strong and decisive structure with a 

soft molecular texture, the elegance and 

silkiness of its tannins softens its youthful 

exuberance creating a wine which is rich 

on the nose, perfumed by small black fruit 

and pleasing notes of rose flower. 

Drinkability and longevity are part of this 

wine’s compelling offering
